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  Steps for Upgrading a UNIFACE 7.2.x to 7.2.06

on a Windows platform

(An unofficial Uniface guide)

Upgrading a Uniface 7.2.06 environment requires minimal effort and application changes. The steps to follow outline process to export source from the current environment to building, compiling and testing with a new Uniface 7.2.06 Application Repository. This document does not cover working with Polyserver. If you have questions, check the MyUniface site for Installing Polyserver. UNIX Installation Guide:  http://myuniface.com/library/currentpdf/index.htm  The steps should be the same as the previous Polyserver installation.

 
Current Environment - Exporting
General information
When upgrading an Application Repository, it is always recommended to install the new version to a new directory, create a new database repository and to export the source from the old environment.

Uniface will create export files, .exp or trx, into either the project directory or the assigned Export directory. You can control (or identify) which directory the export files will be created by the IDF's ASN [FILES] section or the Development's Icon Target directory.

If the file section is not used the export files will be placed in the Target Directory listed in the Development's Icon Properties.
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Using Uniface 7.2.04 Development Environment, complete the following:
1. Export the Application Repository, source code, in multiple steps. 

Before starting, review the Models and Libraries. You might not want to copy test models or libraries. If not, do not use the Gold*, instead specify and export separate files.

Do not copy the Uniface Models; DICT, SYS and PRINTER. Also, do not copy the USYS Library. These might have changed between versions of Uniface. If these are needed, import the trx files (Usource.trx and Umeta.trx) in the new Uniface environment.

Using the Export facility, creating individual trx files:

· export all Components (forms, reports, services, Server pages); enter Gold* 

· export Models and all Entity and Field Templates; enter Gold*
· export all the Libraries and Global Objects; enter Gold*
· Export the Printer Models. 
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· From the Uniface Command Line enter; /cpy SYS:pratt.* trx:
This creates a file, pratt.trx, in the directory

Changing or Upgrading Databases for User Data?

· Data can be extracted and imported into the new environment with minimal effort. The steps are the same to change or upgrade. The time the export and import data, simply depends on the amount of data and the processor on the client machine. To export the data, use:

 /cpy DEF:*.* trx:   *.* = Entity.Model, To export a specific model use, *.mymodel. This creates a trx file for each table. Refer to the Uniface Reference manual (manual found in Help directory or MyUniface documentation) for additional parameters that can be used with the export command.

New Environment - Importing

Configure the Uniface 7.2.06 Environment and Application Repository Database

1. Install Uniface 7.2.06. 

· Use the CD install directory, MS1, NT4 or W2K to install the desired platform.

· Install the version into a new directory; e.g. USYS7206.

· Refer to the install 72x.doc for using the Custom option to copy the SQL scripts for the Application Repository scripts.

· After installing UNIFACE, apply the current service pack and patches.(Be sure run the inspatch.bat file after installing service pack s601. This file is found in the UNIFACE install directory.)

2. Create the new Application Repository database.

Run the Create Table Scripts on the database found in the new USYS directory of the Installation directory; c:\USYS7206\USYS. These are the only scripts required to set up the Application Repository database. db represents the database; e.g. ORA - Oracle.

· dbxdt.sql
IDF path for Source code; Model, Forms, Global Objects

· dbxpt.sql
Printer path - Source for Printer Model

· dbxst.sql
SYS Path - Developer Preferences and Permissions

· dbxtt.sql

TEXT - Compiled Global Objects and Signatures

Depending on the database, such as Sybase run dbxext.sql might also need to be run. Refer to the Uniface DataBase Specific Driver manual found in Help directory or MyUniface documentation.

3. Configure the IDF (Development) ASN file.

· Make a copy of the USYS ASN file found in the new USYS directory of the Installation directory; c:\USYS7206\USYS. Change the following sections.
[FILES] direct the file paths to the new directory where you want your application components to be created; e.g.  .FRM, .APS type of files.

· [PATHS] Change the $IDF, $SYS, $UUU database paths in the ASN file to the database you created in the previous steps for the 7206 repository.

4. Import source files from the older versions.

· Start Uniface 7206. Import the repository trx files using the import facility.

· After every import, check the message frame for errors. Save the message, these could be useful later if problems occur.. 

Use Gold Space RX to display the Windows Save File Screen and save the file.  

5. Upgrade Repository:  Perform this step if the source is from a Uniface 6.1.x or 7.1.x version of Uniface.

In the IDF, go to the Go To(Administration(Upgrade repository. 

Select the Fill Missing Values option and then click Upgrade.
ONLY IF the application is migrated from version 5, the following options must also be selected.

· Cleanup Templates and Shorthands

· Fill Missing Values

· Convert Table Comments

· Convert Widget Types

After running “Upgrade Repository”, check the message frame for errors; CTRL-M. Save the Message frame after each command has complete, the messages could be useful later if problems occur. 

Use Gold Space RX to display the Windows Save File Screen and save the file.
6. Compile all Components and Global Objects.

Analyze Model, Compile Components, Signatures and Global Objects. From the Command Line box, enter the following commands. /all can be used to complet all the individual commands. For a list for commands, use /hlp.

· /con
Analyze Models

· /obj
Compile Global Objects

· /frm
Compile Forms

· /svc
Compile Services

· /rpt
Compile Reports

· /sig
Compile Signatures

Save the Transcript screen after each command has completed. These could be useful later if problems occur.

7. Import User Data.

If user data was exported from the old environment, now is the time to import the data. To import the TRX files, either the import screen can be used by selecting each file or use the commandline to import all files. Again, the /cpy command can be used; /cpy TRX:*.*  def:*.*. Refer to the Uniface Reference manual for more information.

Save the Transcript screen after each command has completed. These could be useful later if problems occur.

8. Test the application.
Create the runtime test environment. The set up should be very similar to your previous environment.
Setup a Uniface icon, including the INI and ASN files and point to the application.

Be sure to include the signature file in the ASN file.

USYS:Udesc.urr
C:\Application\env7206\udesc.urr

Test the application and work out the kinks.
